~ Hull Plans

Extension of

Trade Policy

Washington—(UP)—Secretary of
State Hull, who last week conclud-
ed trade agreements with the Unit-

‘;d Kingdom and Canada, disclosed

ere that preliminary conversations
are under way to extend the admin-
istration’s reciprocal treaty policy
still further.

Last week’s treaties brought to 19
the number of such agreements al-
ready concluded. Hull said conver-
sations are being held almost daily
with representatives of a number
of governments to ascertain the
possibility of additional pacts.

He said the conversations thus
far have been informal and should
not be construed as meaning that
actual negotiations are under way.
Such conversations, he said, have
been or are being held with Turkey,
Venezuela, Argentina, Peru and
other-nations.

Meanwhile, the state department
announced that a new provisional
commercial agreement with Greece
was signed at Athens Nov. 15. The
agreement effected by an exchange
of notes, contains general provis-
jons for non-discriminatory treat-
ment in respect to tariff rates and
other forms of trade control. It
supplants a trade arrangement be-
tween the two governments enter-
ed into in 1924.

LANGDON’'S
thought that the State of

New York might care to sponsor
the hilltop commemoration. . .

Either
means would be acceptable to the
Langdon family, and in this, the
committee found itself in full
accord. .. As a result of Mr.

EGARDING A TWAIN me-
morial in the city itself,

various suggestions were put
forth, one or more including the
conversion of the Langdon home-
stead property, where Mark
Twain courted Olivia Langdon,
where he was married and from
where both of these illustrious
and beloved Elmirans were borne
away to their last resting places
in Woodlawn. . . The city project
most favored was a memorial to
Mark Twain, placed not on the
Langdon tract, but across the
way on the beautiful greensward

adjacent to The Park Church. . .

It was suggested a bust of Twain
mounted on a tall, imposing shaft,
facing the Langdon home, so con-
spicuous in his early life, would
be most apropos. . . Combined
with the Thomas K. Beecher
statue and the soldier boy at his
right, memorial to the men who
fought in the Spanish-American
war, a Mark Twain token on the
Church St., side, would complete
the triangle, adding both sym-
metry and beauty to the scheme
of things. . .

Wage-Hour
Prosecutions
Begin Soon

Washington— (AP) —Administra-
tor Elmer F. Andrews said today
the Wage-Hour Administration
soon would start prosecuting viola-
tors of the Fair Labor Standards
Act.

Announcing at a press confer-
ence that he had received about
1,200 complaints alleging viola-
tions, Andrews said:

“We think it is time to consider
very seriously taking some cases
to the courts and starting prose-
cutions. We will pick out some ap-
propriate places throughout the
country—New York City for ex-
ample. But we don’t think it
would be fair not to select some
other cities -too.

“We will pick out first the cases |

where employers say they’ll be
dan}ed if they'll comply with the
act.’

The Justice Department, An-
drews said, will direct the prosecu-
tions. He asserted that only about
25 per cent of the complaints he
has received “look like real com-
plaints under the Act.”
